This ordinary yet ubiquitous object serves as a central motif in his exploration of
themes such as healing, isolation, community, and personal transformation within the
context of recovery. Through his acrylic paintings on canvas, Maine scrutinizes and
reinterprets the significance of the chair, offering viewers a nuanced perspective on its
