Many Shallows is divided into three parts, each one dedicated to a fantastical reimagining of each woman’s life.
Instead of being the main character, Kafka is represented as a spectre or elemental spirit living in the forest, in each
story he resides in a different location, down a well, in a windmill, at the centre of a maze. Through their dreams he



communicates with the women, luring them into the heart of the forest, bestows on each a kind of metamorphosis,

granting them freedom from the cages of their lives.
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
